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Read Across America Day - March 7th 

The K-5 students will enjoy in an all day Camp-O-Read event to celebrate Read Across America on March 7th starting at 8:30am.  
The event centers on a camping theme with an emphasis on reading four genres of literature (fiction, non-fiction, poetry, fairy tales). The campers will be divided into five groups of camp buddies. We will all meet four times as a whole group to read lyrics and sing camp songs, and hear stories read by guest readers.  As the campers move from camp site to camp site (four tents and a craft table) they will read samples of the four genres and earn a bead for their craft. At the craft table the campers will make a bookmark adorned with the beads they earned. 
The campers will enjoy a camp style snack and lunch at the camp site.  The event will culminate with some more songs, a skit and a reading from a special guest reader.
